	English
	This term students will:   
· Listen to, read, view and talk about informative texts 
· Independently read books and discuss what they have read  
· Explore the use of nouns, verbs and adjectives to improve their writing
· Learn to identify the main idea of a text (what the text is mostly about)
· Use simple and compound sentences in their writing 
	· Develop readable handwriting
· Spell a number of common words correctly and write in sentences
· Use simple punctuation, such as capital letters and full stops 
	Writing: Students will plan for and create an information report on Kangaroos. 


	Mathematics
	Number: Students will work in their number journey groups with teachers differentiating content on the following year level concepts:
· Investigate number sequences: ( ( by 2’s, 3’s, 5’s and 10’s
· Recognise, model, represent and order numbers to 100 
· Explore connection between addition and subtraction
· Develop efficient written & mental strategies for solving addition and subtraction problems (doubles facts, partners to 10 eg 2+8=10) 

· Recognise & represent division as grouping into equal sets 

· Recognise and interpret common uses of halves
· Describe patterns with numbers and identify missing elements
· Problem solving
	Measurement and Geometry, Data and Chance:
· Compare and order shapes and objects using informal units of measurement (eg.  paperclips, pencils)
· Use a calendar

· Describe an event as likely, unlikely, certain or impossible
· Collect, record and display data in a picture graph
	Students will complete assessments at the end of the term based on the concepts taught throughout the term.



	Science
	Students will investigate how living things, including plants and animals, change as they grow.
	Label, identify and compare stages of the lifecycle of an animal.

	HASS
	Humanities & Social Sciences: Students explore the location and significant features of places. They consider how people are connected to these places and why they should be preserved.  Students Identify examples of places that are defined at different levels of scales (personal, local, regional, national and world). 
	Collection of student work samples over the semester.

	MUSIC
	Students will be learning to recognise and play high and low notes on the glockenspiel and explore boomwhacker sounds (coloured tubes for musical learning). They will learn to sing along to new songs and practice known songs for performance. 

	PE
	Students will apply fundamental movement skills to a wide range of physical activities. They will create and sequence simple movement patterns such as soccer dribble and striking a stationary or moving target with an implement. Lessons develop locomotor and non-locomotor skills to improve the quality of physical performance, supporting participation in individual and group activities.

	Art 
	Students will be investigating the elements of line. They will experiment with various mediums and techniques experiencing artists' works and reflecting on their completed artworks.
